Hi Everyone

Well here we are 2 months into 2008 and two and half weeks to Easter. Where has it gone? I hope everyone enjoyed a nice holiday over the Christmas and New Year. Tom and I headed to WA for our holidays and had a great time catching up with friends and family and just tripping around.  Every thing is certainly on the move over there with the mining boom.
Since my return to work I have been busy preparing funding application on soil rehabilitation project - EMU (Ecosystems Management Understanding) which we submitted to  NLP (National land care program) on the 25th Feb 2008. We won’t hear any thing back from NLP until around July 08. Fingers crossed that it will get up. Mean while I am in talks with The Nature Conservancy ( NGO) as they are very interested in investing money in the Northern Territory and on pastoral lands, this could be another avenue we could go down for on ground work.

Jillian’s project on Grazing Strategies will be completed in June 2008. If NLP application is not successful in July CLMA will only have the facilitator’s project active. This project is funded   through NHT until September 08 and funds have been applied for another two years but nothing has been released as to how much or if we will get it. This is also only 70% of facilitator’s full time position. I am currently trying to get information from Karen May NRM facilitator on this project funding and hopefully will hear something very soon. Funding is getting scarcer and harder to obtain for any projects on pastoral land as so many organizations going for the same bucket of money. It is something that CLMA as group needs to address and decide the direction to be taken as with out strong written support from all members the chances of future money looks slim. A meeting is set down for Friday 14th of March at 7.30pm at CLMA office with a phone link up available for anyone who can’t make it. If you would like a phone linkup please let me know in advance so I can make the arrangements.

I have posted my resignation to executive committee stating my wishers to cease employment on the 14th March. The position has been advertised and a few people approached but unless some one puts their hand up in the next couple of weeks I will just continue on in the position part time with the help of Jillian, until we find some one suitable to take over. I am having a career change and going to complete my nursing training which is some thing I have wanted to do for some time and spent more time with Tom and his many sporting activities.

I look forward to seeing you all at the meeting.  Happy Easter!
